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In some ways, higher education is a self-serving experience. People often seek a college
education because they want to improve their lives. Or, they want to increase their chances at
gaining well-paying, interesting and meaningful employment. Even if a person wants to find
cures for major diseases or solve homelessness, they must spend years gaining knowledge and
training for themselves before they can help others.

A person’s college years are usually very busy. It may not seem like they have the time or the
freedom to serve anyone but themselves. But Connie Snyder Mick says they actually do. Mick is
the academic director of the Center for Social Concerns at the University of Notre Dame in the
state of Indiana. Centers like hers exist at many colleges and universities in the United States.
Mick says the centers help students seeking an experience that may not be directly related to a
student’s academic progress, but that is still important: volunteering.

Volunteering is not uncommon in higher education. Many campus groups organize volunteer
events or fundraising efforts for different causes. Officials in charge of student housing often
organize such events to help build a sense of community. Involvement in these kinds of activities
1s good for students, Mick told VOA. For example, the busy nature of college life can create a lot
of stress for students. Doing something completely unrelated to a student’s studies or other work
can help calm them by putting their mind on other things.

For a deeper, more meaningful addition to their college experience, Mick urges students to
visit centers like the one she heads. She says these centers exist to create volunteer opportunities
that are more complex and meaningful than just a day spent cleaning a local park, for example.
College students often spend little time getting to know the local community just outside of their
campus, Mick notes. Higher education is all about introducing students to new ideas, she says.
And these communities may be full of cultures and people that are very different from what the
students already know. Campus volunteering offices often partner with local organizers that
serve the people of the nearby community. These partnerships help make sure the volunteer
efforts are meeting the real needs of that community.

Even for students with little interest in finding a connection with the local community, there
1s still value in what volunteer centers have to offer, Mick says. She notes some opportunities can
push students to use what they are learning in the classroom out in the real world. And having
that kind of experience can make a student appealing to employers in the years to come. “Imagine
teaching computer science at a center for people with disabilities,” Mick said. “To think about
how to apply, more directly, what you're studying in the classroom in ways that sort of push you
to think about it differently can really be a creative space.”

Volunteering does not necessarily mean finding extra time in the evenings or weekends, she
says. More and more schools are asking professors to design courses that include volunteer work.
“The research shows that when a student goes and has an experience, the learning happens in
the reflection, and reflection happens in coursework,” Mick said. “So you're getting that academic
credit, but you're also having an experience that’s thoughtful, that gives you time to do research
and to think deeply about that in a way that’s connected to your academic interests.”

Campus volunteer centers can help students identify classes that offer these kinds of
experiences. The centers also can let students know if their school offers any volunteering-based
trips during breaks between study terms. Mick says such trips can be a meaningful way to spend
free time and explore other places.

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A breed of dog that almost disappeared from Japan years ago is very popular in Taiwan. The
breed is known as the Shiba Inu. Owners of the dog say its size and behavior make it a good
choice for people living in apartment buildings in busy cities. Taiwan’s Council of Agriculture
says it does not keep records of how many Shiba Inus live on the island. However, one dog
breeder sells four Shiba Inu puppies each month. A group for people who own the breed has
about 60 members. The dogs are a common sight in parks and other open spaces in the capital,
Taipei. Lee Yu-tsung owns a pet store in the city of Taichung. He has a lot of praise for the Shiba
Inu. “They’re easy to raise and their overall quality is strong,” Lee said.

The Shiba Inu and other Shiba breeds have been popular in Japan since ancient times.
Japanese tribes used them to hunt large and small animals. But the American Kennel Club, a
group for dog owners and breeders, notes that nearly all of Japan’s Shiba Inu died off during
World War II. Many were killed in bombing raids. Others died from distemper, a viral infection
that can spread quickly among dogs. The kennel club said that after the war, breeding programs
helped increase the number of Shiba Inu in Japan, where many now serve as “companion dogs.”
The Shiba Inu is now considered a national treasure.

The Taiwan Shiba Inu Club reports that the dog breed started becoming popular on the island
about five years ago. Lee Yu-tsung says the dogs are good-natured, do not have a strong smell
and are generally healthy. He said he sells puppies for between $390 and $820. The Shiba’s size
also works well in Taiwanese apartment homes because they are smaller than a fully grown
hunting dog, Lee noted. Larger apartments often house three generations of a family, leaving
little room for a big dog. Couples may only have a small living space. The dogs rarely make noise,
he added, reducing the risk of objections from neighbors. “Because it’s a smaller to medium-sized
dog, basically the space where they're raised doesn’t need to be very big and so this breed of dog
therefore is quite suitable for keeping in the cities,” Lee said.

The Shiba Inu is sometimes described as a cat-like dog. In other words, it is more independent
and easier to care for than other breeds. The dogs are often compared to foxes because of their
size and pointy ears. Liao Di-hua is an official with the Taiwan Shiba Inu Club. He said he likes
the dogs because, to him, they are like wolves and are strong hunters. He raises 11 of the breed
at his home and walks all of them twice a day. Japanese culture can be influential in Taiwan,
where people respect the country’s movies, art and food. Taiwanese also love dogs whose images
are often seen in the media. Shiba Inu appear in advertisements and toy dogs are sold online.
One Japanese restaurant in Taipei called itself the Honest Shiba Inu.

But there can be too much of a good thing. Bruce Shu is with the Taiwan-based animal shelter
called the PACK Sanctuary. He warns that too much popularity for purebred dogs in Taiwan has
led to puppy mills. These businesses raise large numbers of a pure dog breed to sell. But they do
not pay attention to genetic diseases or carefully raising the animal, leading to problems later
on. Shu said puppy mills will always produce popular breeds. He advises that those who buy
puppies should meet the parents first.

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High school biology teacher Kelly Chavis knew smartphones were a problem in her class.
But not even the students realized how much of a problem the devices were until Chavis did an
in-class experiment.

For one class period, students used a whiteboard to count every Snapchat, Instagram, text,
call or other notification that appeared on their phones. Chavis told students to not respond to
these notifications. Teachers around the country have done similar experiments, usually
recording dozens of markings on the whiteboard.

Chavis, who teaches honors-level classes at Rock Hill Schools in South Carolina, was
shocked by the results of her experiment. “One girl, just during the one hour, got close to 150
Snapchat notifications. 150!” she said.

Chavis is among a growing number of teachers, parents and health experts who believe
that smartphones are now partly to blame for increasing the levels of student anxiety. The use
of electronic devices is so widespread that the National Education Association newsletter said it
was a “mental health tsunami.”

Tests, after-school activities and problems at home can increase stress for students. But
research now suggests that smartphones and social media are some of the main reasons for the
rising anxiety levels.

Jean Twenge is a psychology professor at San Diego State University in California. Twenge
said it is not a coincidence that youth mental health issues have risen with the number of phones.
“What a lot of teens told me is that social media and their phones feel mandatory,” she said. This
use of phones has led to a loss of sleep and face-to-face interactions necessary for their mental

well-being.
